Students who complete only a certificate and wish to pursue CDT certification must have five years of work
experience before being eligible to take the exam.

O Apply for financial aid at www.durhamtech.edu/pay-college/financial-aid to complete the FAFSA. Durham Tech’s school code
is 005448. Please note that you cannot receive financial aid until you have been admitted to an eligible program.

o Place out of developmental education coursework via Durham Tech’s English and Math placement tests
o Successfully complete ENG 025 and either MAT 025 or MAT 035
